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1. Message from WKO President
Dear Branch Chiefs and Contacts,

I hope you are all doing well, despite the ongoing COVID-19 crisis. In Japan, the cherry blossoms
reached full bloom a little earlier than usual, and schools have entered the new school year. In
the passing of time, even in this COVID-19 crisis, I can feel the forming of energy and new life,
and I look forward to seeing the fresh green leaves in May.

On March 7, the annual Japan Region Grading Exam was held. Domestic Branch
Chiefs/Contacts and other practitioners, including Kembu Iriki, the winner of the 52nd All Japan
Open Karate Championship held last November, successfully passed the exam and were promoted
to their next grade. There is a sense of solemnness in Budo grades, and in addition to the
appropriate balance of mind, body, and technique, one is allowed to take the exam, only after the
strict evaluation of their consistent approach and daily efforts. Their modesty and open mind, to
see everything as a learning experience is tested, and in such process, a sense of respect towards
the teacher is born, in addition to a feeling of appreciation towards the parents. I expect the
promoted members to continue their lifetime training.

On March 13-14, the Karate Dream Festival was held. Initially, we had planned to hold this
event last summer as an international tournament, but it was postponed in consideration of the
COVID-19 crisis. Although we had started to consider the cancelation of the event, due to a
sudden availability of the facility, we were able to proceed with the organization of the tournament.
We decided to hold the tournament during the state of emergency declared for the host city Tokyo
and the surrounding prefectures, so we further strengthened our infection prevention measures
and organized the event with a safety-first policy. After the 2-week health observation period of
the participants, we have not received any reports of infections, so we are relieved that we were
able to organize the tournament safely. I would like to express my sincere appreciation to all who
contributed to the event.

I believe that through this tournament, the competitors and the related family members were
able to confirm the result of the trainings they continued during the COVID-19 crisis. Due to the

infection prevention measures, the number of people in the venue and the cheering was limited,
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but on the other hand, I feel that competing in such silence, was a good opportunity to
communicate with your inner self. The live streaming of the tournament was made available for
the whole world. I am sure that the efforts of the competitors encouraged our comrades around
the world who are looking forward to their next tournament. I reconfirmed that tournaments help
people grow, and make us understand the importance of the bond between people. The
performance of the competitors from young children to seniors, male and female of all generations
that gathered from around Japan, and the silent encouragement and support by the family
members from far away, made me glad that we organized this tournament. While further
improving our infection prevention measures, we wish to organize more tournaments in the
future, to meet the efforts and needs of the competitors. Let us join hands and continue our
movement forward.

The tournaments for Full Contact Karate, where WKO takes the leading role, will also start
again with the All Japan, and the World Championship. The All Japan will be held in May, and
the World Championship in September. Especially for the World Championship, we will need to
overcome various challenges to organize this event. The tournament venue, transportation of the
competitors and related members, the securing of safety at the accommodation site, and more
than anything, the international travel restrictions. For matters that can be dealt with on our
level, we will do our best to overcome them, and do what we can to realize the dreams of Full
Contact Karate practitioners around the world, who are in need of competitions. I wish to
overcome this difficult challenge, together with the other Full Contact Karate organization
members. At the same time, I hope for WKO competitors to have pride in their strongest and
largest organization, accept the challenge of this Full Contact battle, and do their best to prepare
and train for the big event.

I sincerely hope for all to be proud of being a WKO member, and for each moment of each day,
even in the most difficult times, let us move forward with a positive mind. Even in this COVID-
19 crisis, the world battle between Full Contact Karate organizations, it is important for us to
have the courage and strength to convert crisis into opportunities, and continue our work related
to the All Japan and World Championship. Although the COVID-19 crisis is becoming a long
battle, I hope for all Branch Chiefs and Contacts to stay safe and continue their activities in good
health.

@. Invitation of Japanese Instructors

The WKO office receives numerous invitations for Japanese instructors every year. Standard
procedure calls for the Official Invitation Letter to be sent to the WKO Office with the necessary
information filled in. The invitation becomes official only when the letter arrives at the WKO
Office. Please refrain from direct negotiations with Japanese instructors, for it will only lead to
problems in the future. Finally, we would like for all to understand that an agreement based on
direct negotiations will not be considered an official invitation.

®. Acceptance of Students from Overseas Branches

Every year, numerous students from overseas branches visit Japan for the purpose of training.
When a student wishes to visit Japan for training, standard procedure calls for the Branch Chief
or Contact (who the student belongs to) to contact the WKO Office of the ideal time frame, dojo,
and detailed information (name, dan/kyu, age, etc.) of the student. The WKO Office will confirm
the content of the request with the Branch Chief/Contact of the dojo in Japan. In a case where an
overseas student goes forth with his/her training in Japan without consulting the WKO Office, it
would delay the response time of the WKO Office if an emergency happened to occur. To assure
the safety of the students, we ask for everyone’s cooperation in this matter.

®. Centralization of communication between Overseas Branches

It is required that communication (related to events within the organization) between Overseas
Branches and Japanese Branch Chiefs & Contacts be exchanged through the WKO Office.
Translation of documents (Japanese<English) will also be managed by the WKO Office. In order
to avoid any unnecessary problems and confusion, we ask for everyone’s cooperation in the

centralization of communication between overseas branches.

Revision of PayPal Handling Charges

Approximately 8 years have passed since PayPal was introduced as a payment option. While this
payment method has become widespread and the number of users has been increasing, a problem

has surfaced in relation to transactions in US Dollars (USD$).

Although the main WKO payments (annual fee/belt & certificate fee) are based on USD$, please
also confirm that the WKO is an organization based in Japan, and WKQO’s primary account is based
on Japanese Yen (JPY¥).

We found that in the currency transfer process, in addition to the 4% PayPal handling charge, an

extra currency conversion fee (from USD$ to JPY¥) is also being charged by PayPal.

Therefore, in order to work around this extra handling charge, we have promoted for transactions to
be based on JPY¥ exclusively based on the exchange rate of the currency on the date the invoice is
issued. However, according to the feedback we have received from some Branch Chiefs/Contacts,
there are those who prefer for transactions to be based on USDS$. In order to avoid any loss for WKO
due to the currency conversion charge, we wish to revise the handling charge in the following

manner-

(from April 1st 2021)
Payment in JPY¥: 4% handling charge

Payment in USD$: 8% handling charge

*Please settle transactions for invoices only issued by WKO. Please wait to receive a final invoice

from WKO before proceeding with the payment. Payments initiated without the invoice from WKO,
tend to have inconsistencies, and usually need a second or third payment to complete the intended

amount.

In addition to the PayPal payment option, bank transfers are also widely used by Branch
Chiefs/Contacts around the world. We would like for you to choose the most suitable option for you
when making a payment.
