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1. Message from WKO President
Dear Branch Chiefs and Contacts,

Thank you for your continuous support for the further development of WKO.

I would like to express my sincere condolences and sympathy towards the many precious lives
lost in the Ukraine crisis. In Japan, the Japan National Team Training Camp for the 7t World
Karate Championship in Weight Categories was held in Tokyo from February 25th, and we
received the sad news of this development on the day before the camp. Initially, we had planned
to hold the World Online Joint Training during this camp, but we made a quick decision to
postpone it, and carried out trainings on our own, while considering the feelings of our comrades
around the world. It deeply hurts my heart to know that the lives of our friends in Ukraine are
in danger. I would like to condemn all forms of aggression that threaten the peaceful existence
and freedom of individuals. I am also against all acts of hostility and war, and I sincerely hope
and pray for the return of peaceful days as quickly as possible.

In Japan, we held the 1st All Japan Youth Fullcontact Karate Championship on March 12-13 at
the Yoyogi National Stadium First Gymnasium. 1,277 competitors from young children to high
school, divided in 58 categories based on age, gender, and weight from 352 groups and
organizations in Japan, gathered to carry out fierce battles to win the honor of becoming the All
Japan Champion in Full Contact Karate. The competitors, who made it through the strict
selection process in their own group and organization, carried out heated battles with passion
and pride, and the competition level was very high. It has been 8 years since the All Japan
Fullcontact Karate Championship was founded for general men and women 16 years and older.
The range of activities by the united front to unify the competition has spread to the youth level.
During this time, we have overcome various difficulties, by joining hands with the leaders of the
Full Contact Karate groups and organizations, and more than anything, I was deeply moved and
reminded of the steps we took together at the same pace as comrades of WKO. I was also touched
by the great performance of the competitors with the Shinkyokushinkai embroidery on their chest,

and their confident and impressive battles against the non-WKO competitors. In the many battles

within the youth generation, I sensed the future of Full Contact Karate. As a way to honor their
efforts, it is important for us to demonstrate the presence of our beloved Full Contact Karate on
the international sports stage.

We are scheduled to organize the 7th World Karate Championship in Weight Categories in
September 2022. T would like to express my sincere appreciation towards the long-term
preparation work by the related members of WKO Poland, the host country, led by Country
Representative Remigiusz Karpinski. I also wish to convey my deep respect and gratitude
towards their efforts to continue the movement forward even in times of difficulty, such as the
long-term effects of the COVID-19 crisis, and the escalation of the situation in Ukraine, a
neighboring country. Thank you very much.

This tournament is a major event with the involvement of various people, such as the
competitors already selected in each region, and the related members of the participating
countries. Based on the limits on international travel due to the COVID-19 crisis, changes in the
situation in Ukraine, and various other factors, and more than anything, while cherishing the
feelings of the people related with the organizing and the spirit of the competitors, I would like to
pursue the possibility to organize the tournament.

In Japan, we are starting to feel the coming of spring with the increase in temperature. The
cherry blossom season is coming soon. We will be entering a new school year, and a new yearly
cycle of activities. Due to the COVID-19 crisis that started 2 years ago, the international
community has become constrained. While adjusting to and overcoming various restrictions, we
would like to carry out our activities at the maximum capacity. Let us appreciate the value of
each moment of each day, while having our important comrades around the world in our hearts

and minds.

Please refrain from direct negotiations with Japanese instructors, for it will only lead to
problems in the future. Finally, we would like for all to understand that an agreement based on
direct negotiations will not be considered an official invitation.

®. Acceptance of Students from Overseas Branches

Every year, numerous students from overseas branches visit Japan for the purpose of training.
When a student wishes to visit Japan for training, standard procedure calls for the Branch Chief
or Contact (who the student belongs to) to contact the WKO Office of the ideal time frame, dojo,
and detailed information (name, dan/kyu, age, etc.) of the student. The WKO Office will confirm
the content of the request with the Branch Chief/Contact of the dojo in Japan. In a case where an
overseas student goes forth with his/her training in Japan without consulting the WKO Office, it
would delay the response time of the WKO Office if an emergency happened to occur. To assure
the safety of the students, we ask for everyone’s cooperation in this matter.
