We have been coexisting with the prolonged COVID-19 pandemic for almost four years, but
finally getting back to our normal daily life without limitations.

Not only we can
watch the matches through traditional media such as TV, newspapers, magazines, and radio, but
also the contents are accessible from YouTube or SNS, in a non-fiction or entertainment show; the
current martial arts world is extremely diversified and complicated. We shall do more research
than ever before and adopt our communication style to suit this radicalized world. This is to
spread the spirit, originality, and depth of our amusing Full-contact Karate to society.

The European Championship recently took place. I heard that the leading senior figures such as
Shihan Howard Collins, Shihan Brian Fitkin, Shihan Michael Soderkvist, and Shihan Attila
Maszaros, who has been supporting the organization as WKO Vice President after Sosai’s passing,
played important roles in organizing the successful event. I fully congratulate the EKO on the

success of the championship. In addition, I was informed of the EKO board election result that
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Shihan Remigiusz Karpinski was appointed as the new President of the Europe region. I am
looking forward to Shihan Karpinski’s further success as the successor of Shihan Koen
Scharrenberg who has led the European region for a long period of time. I would like to thank
Shihan Scharrenberg from the bottom of my heart for his contributions and achievements over
the years and would appreciate his strong support in the new structure as an EKO board member.
Poland branch has been largely restructured in 2010, and successfully hosted the long-awaited
World Karate Championship in Weight Categories in 2022, overcoming difficulties such as the
pandemic of COVID-19 and the crisis in Ukraine. I sincerely support Shihan Karpinski, the
country representative of Poland with the 2nd largest number of members after Japan in the
WKO, with his new regime.

Speaking of the world's most prestigious Full-contact Championship which takes place once
every four years, the 13th World Karate Championship is less than half a year away. We will
release the guidance document for various applications, along with the competitor application
form and questionnaires for Branch Chiefs and Contacts in this month’s Newsletter.

On this day, I visited Gokokuji Temple where he sleeps, to
clean his grave and offer beautiful flowers. Although it rained hard, I silently closed my eyes in

the sound of pouring rain and made a vow to Sosai Oyama;

"Please watch over us Branch Chiefs and Contacts from 103 countries and regions of all over the

world take hands and lead the World Championship to success."

I will continue to lead the organization with my belief in “persuasion through action” to keep
going forward pursuing the eternal prosperity of this precious WKO, together with all the Branch

chiefs around the world.

®. Acceptance of Students from Overseas Branches

Every year, numerous students from overseas branches visit Japan for the purpose of training.
When a student wishes to visit Japan for training, standard procedure calls for the Branch Chief
or Contact (who the student belongs to) to contact the WKO Office of the ideal time frame, dojo,
and detailed information (name, dan/kyu, age, etc.) of the student. The WKO Office will confirm
the content of the request with the Branch Chief/Contact of the dojo in Japan. In a case where an
overseas student goes forth with his/her training in Japan without consulting the WKO Office, it
would delay the response time of the WKO Office if an emergency happened to occur. To assure
the safety of the students, we ask for everyone’s cooperation in this matter.
