Congratulations to Mr. Taishi Watanabe and Ms. Rina Tanaka, for their splendid and majestic
performances and for achieving victory in the newly established Kata men and women category.
Among all the superb bouts, the men’s Kumite runner-up, Mr. Valeri Dimitrov’s strength of mind
and body to keep fighting in the front line of the world for these long years, and his respectable
attitude to praise the winner after the fierce battle at the finals profoundly impressed me.

WKO conducts its activities in a 4-year cycle, serving the World Championship year as a time
axis. Now our new era has started. As the rise of the new generation, the bouts of Kazakhstan
fighters caught my attention. I believe the fighters will start to walk their way to the next
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challenge without rest. I hope for the competitors’ growth and success. Let’s inspire each other to

take a further view.

At this championship, the young generations who carry the future of our Fullcontact Karate
moved my feelings with their courageous and energetic performance, trying again on the plank
which failed to break and challenging the highly difficult flying kick techniques.

@. Invitation of Japanese Instructors

The WKO office receives numerous invitations for Japanese instructors every year. Standard
procedure calls for the Official Invitation Letter to be sent to the WKO Office with the necessary
information filled in. The invitation becomes official only when the letter arrives at the WKO
Office. Please refrain from direct negotiations with Japanese instructors, for it will only lead to
problems in the future. Finally, we would like for all to understand that an agreement based on
direct negotiations will not be considered an official invitation.

®. Acceptance of Students from Overseas Branches

Every year, numerous students from overseas branches visit Japan for the purpose of training.
When a student wishes to visit Japan for training, standard procedure calls for the Branch Chief
or Contact (whom the student belongs to) to contact the WKO Office of the ideal time frame, dojo,
and detailed information (name, dan/kyu, age, etc.) of the student. The WKO Office will confirm
the content of the request with the Branch Chief/Contact of the dojo in Japan. In a case where an
overseas student goes forth with his/her training in Japan without consulting the WKO Office, it
would delay the response time of the WKO Office if an emergency happened to occur. To assure
the safety of the students, we ask for everyone’s cooperation in this matter.

®. Centralization of communication between Overseas Branches

It is required that communication (related to events within the organization) between Overseas
Branches and Japanese Branch Chiefs & Contacts be exchanged through the WKO Office.
Translation of documents (Japanese&English) will also be managed by the WKO Office. In order
to avoid any unnecessary problems and confusion, we ask for everyone’s cooperation in the

centralization of communication between overseas branches.
